From the Principal’s Desk…

We welcome you to The Dufrocq School for the 2010-11 school year, and we are looking forward to working with you and your children this year.  We are excited about our new teachers and staff who have joined our Dufrocq family.  Our mission is to provide an exciting and rewarding educational program for our students.  We are implementing MicroSociety in our curriculum for students at all grade levels K-5.  In the MicroSociety program the use of business ventures and agencies will be integrated in the core instructional program. A Positive Behavior Intervention Support Program (PBIS), is also being implemented at The Dufrocq school.  The expectations are for students to be responsible, respectful, and safe. Students were given an orientation of the PBIS guidelines. Our expectations are high for teachers and students to ensure their best work.
         The school day for students begins at 8:00am  and ends at 3:25pm.  Students are not permitted on the school campus prior to 8:00am, unless they are enrolled in morning care at 7:00am with the Big Buddy Program. Students are served breakfast from 8:00am to 8:25am. The instructional day begins at 8:30am.  All students in carpool and bus riders will use the school’s rear entrance. The front entrance driveway will not be used for students entering the school building.
 
The updated Parent and Student Handbook for The Dufrocq School and the Students Rights and Responsibilities Handbook will be sent home the week of August 16. Parents are asked to read the handbooks and sign the signature page in Students Rights and Responsibilities handbook. Please return the signature page with your child. Only one handbook per family will be distributed. The Dufrocq School Handbook is on the school’s website, and will be printed at a later date.

 
We encourage students to participate in the school lunch program. The amount due for August: Full pay for 15 days - $30.00; Reduced pay - $6.00; Teachers and visitors will pay $3.75 per meal. September: Full pay for 21 days - $42.00 and reduced $8.40.  Students who will not participate in the school lunch program must bring lunch in a lunch box.

 
Students will follow the Dress and Grooming Guidelines established by the East Baton Rouge School Board. Students will wear burgundy tops and navy blue pants, shorts, or skirts. Students must wear closed-in shoes; open-toe sandals and leggings are not allowed. Parents will be contacted to bring the appropriate dress for students not adhering to the required dress code.

 
Teachers are required to keep a daily attendance. Students arriving after 8:30 am will be recorded as tardy, and must obtain an admit slip from the office. Please make sure your child is present and on time for school.  Student emergency cards have been distributed to students.  If you have not returned the emergency card, please return card by Wednesday, August 18.  

We urge all parents to join our PTO.  Let’s strive for 100% participation.  Open House is scheduled for August 17, at 5:30pm.  Please come out and meet your child’s teacher and other staff.  Teachers will discuss class expectations.

The Big Buddy After-School Program will begin on September 7. Please obtain an application from the school office, complete and return to the office. All participants must go through the application process.


We are committed to our students and expect a year of high achievement.
