I want to encourage you to make every effort to attend your child’s conference.  Parent conference notes will be sent home next week.  If you have not received your conference time by October 13, please call the office number (334-7653), so we can schedule a conference for you. Report cards will be sent home on October 19, 2009.
GETTING READY FOR PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCE:
Each teacher will come prepared with samples of your children’s work and with ideas to help them do even better in school.  You should get ready for each conference, too.

Before you go to the school, write notes to yourself about:

· Things about your child’s life at home, personality, problems, habits, and hobbies you feel it’ important for the teacher to know.

· Your concerns about the school’s programs or policies. 

· Questions about your child’s progress.

· How you and the school can work together to help your child.

Some good questions to ask are these:
· Is my child in different groups for different subjects?  Why?

· How well does my child get along with others?

· What are my child’s best and worst subjects?

· Does my child participate in class discussions and activities?

· What kinds of tests are being done?  What do the tests tell about my child’s progress?

· How does my child handle taking tests?

After the conference:  Start immediately on the action plan you and the teacher worked out together.  Discuss the plan with your child.  Make sure he or she knows that you and the teacher care.  Stay in regular touch with the teacher to discuss the progress your child is making.

PICTURE DAY:  October 7:  All students will wear the school uniform.  Please assist us in returning the picture packet by October 7, with picture selection and payment.
The Dufrocq School Pledge:  A student will do the Pledge every morning on the PA system.  We want to instill a sense of responsibility, loyalty and school pride.  We encourage students in grades K-5 to submit a pledge for our school, and one will be selected by a team of students from grades 3-5.
