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Bus Rules

Before leaving home:

Check to be sure you have everything you need for the school day to keep from having to return home.

Check weather conditions so that you can dress appropriately.

Waiting for the bus:


If you cross the street to get to the bus stop before the bus is in sight:

a. Check traffic in all directions.

b. Before starting to cross the street, be sure there is ample time to cross without having to run.

c. Once you have crossed the street, remain at the bus stop until the bus arrives.

Wait quietly for the bus to come.

Do not play in the street.

Do not damage the property of others.

Do not leave litter at the bus stop.

Stand back from the street as the bus approaches and give the driver room to stop.

Be at the stop a few minutes before pick up time.

Boarding the bus:


If you must cross the road after the bus is in view

a. wait until the driver stops the bus and signals for you to cross the street.

b. Check traffic in both directions.

c. Walk at least 10 feet in front of the bus.

Form a single line and do not crowd or push.

Use front door only.

Use the handrail and take steps one at a time.

Go directly to your seat and remain seated.

Leaving the bus:


Stay seated until the bus stops.


Do not push or shove, but move quickly.


Exit by the front door only.


Use the handrail and take steps one at a time.


If you do not have to cross the street, walk immediately away from the bus.


If you must cross the street, 

a. Walk at least 10 feet in front of the bus.

b. Stop when you are even with the traffic side of the bus and look carefully both ways.

c. Cross the street quickly but do not run.

If you drop something in front of the bus or close beside the bus, get the driver’s attention before you try to pick it up.

Never run back to the bus when the door has been closed and/or the bus is beginning to move.

Bus passenger conduct:

1. Students on the bus must:

a. Respect and obey the driver at all times.

b. Remain in their seats.

c. Talk softly

d. Not fight or scuffle

e. Keep hands to themselves

f. Keep feet out of the aisle

g. Never use profane or indecent language

h. Not put hands, feet or head out of the window

i. Not throw articles on the bus or out of the window

j. Not disturb the driver

k. Not possess harmful items (glass objects, knife, weapons, cigarettes or other tobacco products, matches or lighter, drugs, etc.)

l. Not eat, drink or litter

m. Must not damage the bus or other property on the bus

Other:


Students must present to the bus driver a written note signed by a parent and the school principal or designee in order to get on or off the bus at a stop other than the assigned stop or to ride a bus other than his/her assigned bus.
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Cafeteria Rules

Breakfast

Students will:

1. Line up and wash hands and enter the cafeteria keeping their book sacks and materials with them.

2. Walk quietly through the serving line without leaning on the wall or serving line, picking up all food and paper items needed.

3. Sit in assigned seats as directed without leaving empty spaces.

4. Eat quietly without talking, eating only what is on their own plate. 

5. Use manners, such as keeping mouth closed while chewing, using napkin to clean

hands and face.

6. Leave the area, placing unused food and paper in the trash container.

7. Exit the cafeteria and walk to their classroom.
Lunch

Students will:

1. Walk to the cafeteria in alphabetical order and stand in a straight, quiet line.

2. Wash hands and take a paper towel passed out by one student.   That student will monitor the hand washing area picking up dropped paper towels, if necessary.

3. Remain quiet without talking in the cafeteria.

4. Walk through the cafeteria line without leaning on cafeteria walls or serving area.

5. Purchase any extra food items at this time.

6. Observe table manners in the cafeteria:  Keeping elbows off the table, keeping mouths closed while chewing, and using napkins appropriately.

7. Clean up table and floor area after eating.

8. Leave the cafeteria as a class when finished eating.

9. Place unused food and paper in the trash cans without hitting plates against the trash container.

10. Line up at the exit door.

11. Leave the cafeteria with the teacher or teacher designee.  Students will not remain

in the cafeteria to sweep or wipe tables.

Playground Rules

Students will:

1. Walk to the assigned playground area in a quiet, straight line with their teacher.

2. Use the restroom or get water as directed by duty teacher.

3. Play in assigned area.

4. Use fair play, respect for self and all others at recess, keeping hands, feet and objects to himself/herself.  No karate, tackle football, or rough physical play involving flipping students.  No sitting on or flipping off playground equipment

5. Report problems to the teacher on duty.

6. Be given time out on the playground for minor infractions by sitting or standing

in an assigned spot until he/she regains control of his/her behavior.

7. Walk quietly when the bell rings and line up in the designated place and wait until met by their teacher.
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Serious, Disruptive or Dangerous Behavior

Students who choose to disregard school rules and behave in the following ways will give time from their class work and be assigned to the Time Out Room.

_________  1.  Fighting behavior (hit, kick, punch, push, throw objects)

_________  2.  Profanity (obscene physical gestures, touching others, exposing self,



 verbally expressed profanity)

_________  3.   Blatant disrespect to teacher or other adults (argumentative, yelling at teacher,

 

  sarcasm)

Chronically disruptive, disobedient students assigned to the Time Out Room will continue to do schoolwork while parents are notified of the serious behavior concerns.  Parents will receive a copy of the Time Out Room Admission Form, will sign it and return it to the classroom teacher the following day.

Chronically disruptive, disobedient students may be referred to our Guidance Counselor, I CARE Interventionist, or Behavior Specialist if the behavior indicates that the student can not use recess time to interact with other students in a positive manner.  A conference with parents, student, and teacher can resolve continuous misbehavior problems.
If the student chooses to continue serious disruptive or dangerous behaviors, a School Building Level Committee will meet with the parent to develop a Behavior Plan that will help the student decrease inappropriate behaviors.

Behaviors that are a danger to students and teachers and are disruptive to school routines will be documented on a Louisiana Behavior Report and will result in suspension in school, at a local discipline center, or expulsion from the school.

All policies and procedures at The Dufrocq School are in accordance with the East Baton Rouge Parish School Rights and Responsibilities Handbook.
The Effective Teacher

·  Has a discipline plan that does not degrade students.

· Communicates the plan at the start of school in a firm, but controlled and friendly manner.

· Does not wince or convey disbelief in what is being said.

· Makes eye contact with each student while presenting the plan.

· Provides an understandable reason for the plan.

· Provides a copy of the plan for each student.

· Sends home a copy of the plan.

· Enforces the rules consistently.

· Tells the students that the principal supports the plan.

· Reviews the plan with new students.

· Has learned how to discipline with the body, not with the mouth.

· Has positive expectations that all of the students will abide by the rules.

· Are confident in themselves and their capabilities.

· Teaches the students the concept of consequences and responsibility.
