PreK-K Breakfast Procedure.
Beginning October 4, all PreK and Kindergarten students will enter the cafeteria for breakfast, upon arrival to school. Since August, students have been escorted to the cafeteria by their classroom teacher.  Students have learned the routine and are ready to become independent learners.  There are supervisors in the cafeteria to assist all students. Parents will not be allowed to bring students to the cafeteria for breakfast.
PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention Support
The school-wide PBIS program is implemented throughout our school. We encourage positive behavior daily.  We want parents to join hands with us to encourage the school rules.  We ask the students to be respectful, responsible and safe.  Students must follow directions and stay on task, during the instructional block of time; follow hallway, restroom and cafeteria expectations.

Now we are all studying the United States Constitution in preparation for writing our Crawfish Bayou Constitution. Students are learning about the United States Preamble and Bill of Rights and have enthusiastically participated in writing a classroom Bill of Rights. Selected fourth and fifth grade students will begin meeting together next week to write our own Crawfish Bayou constitution. After our constitution is written, we will have a grand ceremony on October 1, which will include ratification of our constitution and a swearing in ceremony, so that all
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students, staff, and faculty may officially become citizens of Crawfish Bayou.
