Library Policies �and Procedures


2nd – 5th grade students �check out  2 books for a 2 week period.


1st grade students� check out 1 book for a 1 week period.


Kindergarten students, after Winter Break, check out 1 book for a 1 week period. Their library books remain in the classroom. 


If a library item is not available because it's already checked-out, it can be placed on hold. Books that are desired for more than one week can be renewed unless requested by another person.


There are no fines for overdue books. However, books need to be returned on time. A student cannot check out any more books until the overdue book is either returned or paid for. Students are responsible for the materials used in the library or checked out.   Students will be charged the full replacement cost for lost materials. Students are also charged for repairs necessary for damaged materials. Full replacement cost is due for all books that are damaged beyond repair.  Students will receive notices about overdue books and fines at the end of each nine weeks. Any fines that present a hardship to the student should be brought to the attention of the librarian so that a solution will be worked out.











New 2007-2008 �Program Implementations


��The Accelerated Reader Program, a computerized quiz program, will be implemented this year. Students will read a book, and then are quizzed on reading comprehension. Score and points are awarded based on the difficulty of the book and questions answered correctly.


���Louisiana Young Readers Choice Award is a reading enrichment program allowing students to participate in the selection and recognition of outstanding books. Each year a list of 15 titles are compiled for students in grades 3-5 and another for students in grades 6-8. Students may read or listen to at least 3 of the books, and then in January, vote for their favorite one. 


The titles that receive the most votes from the students are the award winners. The books with the second most votes are the honor books. The award or honor book authors or illustrators are invited to the Louisiana Book Festival in the fall to accept the awards.








The mission of the library media program is to enrich and support educational programs in the school. The library strives to stimulate intellectual curiosity, an interest in reading, and to establish the habit of lifelong reading and learning.
