EBRPSS Bus Driver Rescues Infant on Busy Road - Feb 14, 2007 
The quick thinking of East Baton Rouge Parish School System bus driver Mickie Lilly helped to prevent a possible tragedy earlier this month. The veteran school bus driver was running her regular route on February 2nd, taking students to Merrydale Elementary School. While she was driving down Joor Road, Lilly said she noticed the cars in front of her were slowing down. As she moved closer to the area, Ms. Lilly saw a toddler walking along the busy road. While other cars zoomed by, Mickie Lilly decided she had to help. She told the students on the bus to hold on as she pulled over and stopped. She recalled why she made the decision. “He’s an infant. I mean anybody with any kind of heart that cares anything about children is gonna stop and pick up this baby.” Ms. Lilly says when she opened the bus doors and stepped on the side of the road, the little boy walked straight toward her. He remained on the bus with Ms. Lilly and the students until the authorities arrived. The little boy was eventually reunited with his family. The East Baton Rouge Parish School Board will recognize Ms. Lilly’s Good Samaritan effort at its March 15th meeting.

Reminders

· Don’t forget about your physical.  You must have a current physical to be legal to drive a school bus in the state of Louisiana.

· It is against our policy to talk on your cell phone while you are driving an EBRPSS School Bus whether or not you have children on board.

· Remember that you may not turn right on red at a stop light unless there is a green arrow.

· Do not leave the scene of any accident until you are released by the Police.

· Please be sure you give the Transportation office any changes to addresses or phone numbers. 
· When on a field trip you are only authorized to go to the designated locations for the field trip.  You are not to run errands for you or any of your passengers.
· Be sure to check your bus for sleeping children after each run.
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
